Chapter I. General provisions

§ 1

The Association shall be named: „International Janusz Korczak Association” („Międzynarodowe Stowarzyszenie im. Janusza Korczaka”); to be hereinafter referred to as the „Association”.

§ 2

The Association shall be a voluntary federation of Korczak-organizations - existing and being established in different countries - based on equality, independence and democracy. Further, the Association shall group the individuals supporting the activities thereof.

§ 3

The Association shall perform its activities within the territory of Poland and abroad.

The seat of the Association shall be in Warsaw, the Capital of Poland.

§ 4

The Association shall be granted legal personality (osobowość prawna).

§ 5

The Association shall use its seal in Polish and English.

Chapter II. Purpose and instruments

§ 6

The purposes of the Association shall be:

1. to impart knowledge on life, activity and achievements of Janusz Korczak;

2. to propagate theoretical and practical projects and experiments realized in different countries on the basis of Janusz Korczak’s heritage;

3. to initialize and to support actions aimed at implementation of the “Declaration of Human Rights” and the “Convention on the Rights of the Child”.

§ 7

To achieve its purposes, the Association shall:

1. maintain the mutual collaboration between Korczak-organizations in different countries and provide assistance for the newly established entities;

2. initialize, organize and participate in seminars, conferences, workshops and meetings dedicated to spreading the humanistic and democratic values;

3. support and organize mutual contacts between persons, groups and institutions participating in the activities performed under the auspices of Janusz Korczak;

4. perform publishing activities, on its own account or in cooperation with other entities (organizations, institutions, publishing houses);

5. cooperate with archives and scientific centers dealing with Janusz Korczak’s heritage, among others, with the “Korczakianum” (Poland) and the Korczak Archives (Israel).

Chapter III.
Members, and their rights and duties

§ 8

The Members of the Association may be:

1. Full Members,

2. Supporters,

3. Honorary Members.

§ 9

A national Korczak-organization, formally registered in its land of origin, may become a Full Member of the Association.

The decision on acceptance of the national organization as Full Member of the Association shall be made by the Board, based upon the written declaration of membership.

Each Full Member shall be represented in the Association by the authorized representatives thereof.

§ 10

An individual, as well as a legal entity, may become Supporter of the Association, provided that it declares a specified amount or service for the benefit thereof.

§ 11

An individual person of particular merit for the propagation of Korczak ideas may become Honorary Member of the Association. The decision on granting the title of the Honorary Member shall be made by the General Assembly upon the motion of the Board.

§ 12

Full Members of the Association:

1. shall be obligated to exercise the statutory purposes of the Association, as defined in Par. 6, and to participate in the activities of the Association;

2. shall be entitled to benefit from the Association’s support while performing the activities defined in Par. 12 Sec. 1;

3. shall nominate representatives to elect the Association’s authorities and to be elected thereto;

4. shall be obligated to pay the participation fees and other payments, as determined by the General Assembly.

§ 13

The membership in the Association shall expire:

1. by virtue of a notice of resignation made in writing towards the Board of the Association;

2. in case the member evades participating in exercising the statutory purposes of the Association;

3. in case the member fails to pay the participation fees determined by the General Assembly;

4. in case of a flagrant breach of the Association’s purposes and of general rules of social co-existence.

§ 14

Each national organization shall be solely entitled to decide on all matters regarding the given organization.

Chapter IV.
Authorities of the Association

§ 15

The authorities of the Association shall be:

1. the General Assembly,

2. the Board,

3. the Audit Committee.

The term of office of all authorities of the Association shall be 3 years.

§ 16

1. The resolutions of all authorities shall be adopted with a simple majority of votes, whereas the participation of at least 50% of persons entitled to vote shall be required.

2. The resolutions may also be adopted through collection of votes – with each vote to be confirmed by original or electronic signature.

3. In case of an equal number of “for” and “against” votes, the person authorized by the Board to conduct the voting shall have a casting vote.

§ 17

    The representatives of Full Members shall constitute the General Assembly. The General Assembly shall be the supreme authority of the Association. Each Full Member shall be entitled to delegate

representatives to participate in the General Assembly’s meeting, including one representative.

§ 18

    The General Assembly shall be summoned by the Board, in an ordinary or extraordinary course. Full Members shall be notified 60 days ahead of the date of General Assembly, at the latest.

§ 19

    The General Assembly shall have the following powers:

1. election of the President (Chairperson) and the General secretary.

2. to determine guidelines for the Association’s activity;

3. to approve the Board’s reports and to decide upon the release of the outgoing Board from its duties;

4. to consider the motions filed by the Board, the Audit Committee or the Association’s members;

5. to determine the participation fees and other payments for the benefit of the Association;

6. to adopt resolutions on amendments to the Charter;

7. to elect the Board and the Audit Committee;

8. to resolve disputes between Full Members and the authorities of the Association;

9. to establish boards and sections as supporting bodies;

10. to adopt resolution on dissolution of the Association;

11. to adopt other resolutions relating to the statutory purposes of the Association.

§ 20

The Board shall consist of 7-15 members to be elected by the General Assembly among the representatives of Full Members.

The Board shall elect among its members:

1-2 Vice-Presidents, 1-2 Vice-General secretary, the Treasurer and 1-5 Members.

The meetings of the Board shall be summoned upon need, however at least once a year.

§ 21

The Board shall manage the Association’s ongoing activities.

The Board shall have the following powers:

1. to represent the Association in relations with third parties;

2. to manage the activities of the Association in the periods between the General Assemblies;

3. to implement the resolutions of the General Assembly;

4. to provide the General Assembly with reports on the Board’s activity;

5. to resolve the Association’s budget and to approve the annual budget reports;

6. to accept Full Members and Supporters;

7. to adopt resolutions on striking-off and excluding members from the Association;

8. to adopt by-laws for boards and sections;

9. to summon the General Assemblies;

10. to consider and decide upon other matters, as may be delegated by the General Assembly.

§ 22

The Board may coopt new members to substitute the persons who resigned their posts for any reason, however the aggregate number of the coopted members may not exceed 50% of the elected ones.

§ 23

The Audit Committee shall consist of 3 members to be elected by the General Assembly.

The Audit Committee, as a body of the Association’s internal control, shall supervise all aspects of the ongoing activities of the Association and provide the General Assembly with motions regarding the release of the Board from its duties.

Chapter V. 
Assets and funds of the Association

§ 24

The assets of the Association shall consist of funds, movables and real property.
§ 25

Funds of the Association shall include:

1. income from participation fees and other payments,

2. subsidies,

3. donations and legacies,

4. other income.
§ 26

Any acts resulting in financial obligations for the Association shall only be valid if undersigned by:

the President of the Board or one of the Vice-Presidents and the Treasurer or another person authorized by the Board.

Chapter VI.
Amendments to the Charter and dissolution of the Association

§ 27

The resolutions on amendments to the Charter and dissolution of the Association may be adopted by the General Assembly with a majority of 2/3 votes, whereas the participation of at least 50% of the aggregate number of Full Members representatives shall be required.

§ 28

The purpose, for which the Association’s assets shall be used, will be determined in the resolution on dissolution of the Association. The latter resolution shall be subject to approval by the registration authority.






� Charters of the associations may also prescribe for the honorary membership, in consideration for particular merits for the association. Such honorary membership may be granted to individuals only. Legal entities are excluded from this category, pursuant to Art. 10 Sec. 3 of the Law on Associations. Under the foregoing regulation, legal entities may only be supporters of the associations. 
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
